Parents, Consider This: Creed comes from the Latin "credo,” meaning “| believe.”
Two well-known creeds are the Apostles’ Creed and the Nicene Creed. In
November 2011, the translation of both creeds were revised when the Third
Edition of the Roman Missal was implemented. The Apostles’ Creed honors the
Blessed Trinity. If possible, find or make pretzels shaped into a loose knot. Share
with your child that the three spaces symbolize the Trinity and the pretzel strips
represent praying arms. Share some pretzels shaped in this way after completing
this section.
