Parents, Consider This: Jesus gave special honor to the relationship between

a man and a woman in marriage. Men and women are created in the image of
God, and their union in marriage mirrors the relationship God has with his People.
Faithful Christian families are privileged communities because they are blessed by
God and have committed themselves to live in God'’s image. The Christian family
is often called the “domestic Church.” A Christian family shares in bringing Christ’s
love to the world. How does your family live Christ’s love?

( INVITE: Encountering God in His Word )

After gathering the supplies that you will need, find a quiet place to be
with your child. This is a sacred time—a time when you will be present to
each other and to the Lord.You may want to light a candle as you begin.

Let Us Pray Invite your child to make the Sign of the Cross. Read aloud
the verse from the book. Help your child to respond.

Say: The Holy Trinity is a God of relationship. God the Father, God the
Son, and God the Holy Spirit are the perfect communion of love. Since we
are made in God’s image, human beings are made to be in relationship
with him and one another.

@ Guide your child through the Preparing for God's Word Ritual
you learned in the Introduction Session or play Track 1 of the
Songs of Scripture CD.

* Proclaim God's Word in the Parchment Paper box on the page.
 Maintain several moments of silence.
« Ask: What did you hear God say to you today?

Invite your child to respond and also share what you heard.
Now, look at the What Do You Wonder? box.

Say: Made in the image of the God of love and faithfulness, many men
and women are called to a vocation of a faithful lasting love.

Invite your child to respond to the questions. Prompt what else they
might wonder about Catholic marriage.

( DISCOVER: Learning God’s Truth )

Read the opening question and paragraph. Remind your child that good
marriages are based on friendship.

Proclaim the Scripture in the Parchment Paper box. If possible, read
it as a play with the parts of narrator, Mary, Jesus, and the headwaiter.

Discuss the question that follows the reading.

Read aloud the two paragraphs in the “Matrimony” section. Have your
child circle the text that tells why marriage is a Sacrament and underline
the two purposes of marriage.

Review the definitions of the highlighted words, Matrimony and
domestic Church, in the Catholic Faith Words box.

Have your child silently read the text under “Sacraments of Service.”
Have your child look for the promises people make when they marry one
another.

Together, brainstorm qualities that make a good marriage. After your
discussion, make a list of them. Create a paper chain of the most
important qualities of a strong marriage by writing these ideas on slips
of paper and connecting them in the form of a chain.

Parents, Consider This: The words of consent in the Sacrament of Matrimony are
these: “I____, take you, , to be my wife/husband. | promise to be true to you
in good times and bad, in sickness and health. | will love you and honor you all the
days of my life.” Use these words as a basis for discussion. Talk about how these
promises connect to friendship and to a relationship with God. Think of those you
know who seem to live these vows. Point out how they are a living example that
can inspire us.

Read aloud the text.

Ask: In what ways 1s a family a domestic Church? (The Church has
concern for all her members, the family has concern for all its members; we
serve one another in Church and in families; we are called to love in both

the Church community and family community.)
Read aloud the first paragraph.

Turn to page 315 in the Our Catholic Tradition reference section of your
child’s book. Read aloud the Sixth Commandment and the Ninth
Commandment. Invite your child to read silently the remainder of the
content on page 247 and to identify ways to live out these Commandments.

Talk about the highlighted virtues, temperance, chastity, and modesty.
Read their definitions in the Catholic Faith Words box on page 246. Write
each word on a separate index card. After your child has reviewed their
definitions, give your child the cards and have them hold up the word that
matches the definition that you read aloud.

Discuss the meaning of these words and ask your child to define each of
them in his or her own words.
