Grade Key Concept for Chapter One

God created everything. All that God created is good. God knows and

God is the creator of all that is good. Jesus is God's greatest gift. Jesus is
2 the Son of God.

God created everything. All creation shows God'’s goodness. God created
3 humans in his image and likeness with a unique role in his creation.

God loves and cares for all creation and has a plan for the world.
4 Everything God wants you to know about him is contained in Sacred
Scripture and in the Tradition of the Church.

Divine Revelation is the process by which God makes himself, and his
5 plans for humans, known to us. Humans share in the Creator’s loving
plan by caring for creation.

God reveals himself and his plan of salvation through Sacred Scripture,
the inspired Word of God written by humans. An important truth of

6 Sacred Scripture and Sacred Tradition is that God is faithful and wants
us to live with him forever.
We can come to know God through all he has created and through

7 human reason.

8 God made humans in his image and likeness so we could be in

relationship with him.
